
Become a Certified Panchakarma Technician

Certified Panchakarma Technician (CPT) is designation given to a current student of Ayurveda after successful 
completion of the following four workshops plus internship.

Level 1 – abhyanga and shirodhara  - April 2010
Level 2 – nasya, netra tarpana, svedana - July 2010
Level 3 – pinda svedana, udvartna, lepas, localized dams and chakra bastis - October 2010
Level 4 – pranic healing, marma chikitsa, medicated oil preparations - January 2011
Level 5 – panchakarma technician internship

All levels constitute hours of theoretical and practical instruction and upon completion lead to a supervised 
internship.  A total of 130 hours is required before the student receives final certification. A CPT may perform all 
rejuvenative therapies and only panchakarma therapies under the supervision of a CAP. The cost of each individual 
course level is $500.

Healing imbalances at their root is the ultimate goal of Ayurveda. Many times, the root of imbalance lies in the 
digestive system and in the mind.  Ayurvedic Panchakarma therapy is the Ayurvedic art of detoxification, purification, 
and rejuvenation and is the most powerful way of removing impurities from the body via the digestive system and 
bringing balance to the mind. It has been used for thousands of years as a method for staying healthy, young, and 
vital.
